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James Tissot, “The Death of Moses,” Jewish Museum, New York

Deuteronomy 34:7-12
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Moses was a 120 years old when he died; his eyes were undimmed and his vigor
unabated. And the Israelites bewailed Moses in the steppes of Moab for 30 days. The
period of wailing and mourning for Moses came to an end. Now Joshua son of Nun

was filled with the spirit of wisdom because Moses had laid his hands upon him; and
the Israelites heeded him, doing as God had commanded Moses. Never again did there
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arise in Israel a prophet like Moses — whom God singled out, face to face, for the
various signs and portents that God sent him to display in the land of Egypt, against
Pharaoh and all his courtiers and his whole country, and for all the great might and
awesome power that Moses displayed before all Israel.
